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Leaf burning in Rock Island 

 
The City of Rock Island allows leaf burning only on Mondays, Wednesdays, 
Thursdays, and Saturdays from dawn until dusk, per city ordinance. 
 
Leaves are the only items that may be burned.  Yard waste such as tree limbs, grass, 
and twigs may not be burned.  Prior to burning, please call 309-732-BURN (2876) 
to learn if leaf burning is allowed that day.  Certain weather conditions can halt leaf 
burning days.  For more information on leaf burning, click here. 
 
A written warning will be issued for the first violation of leaf burning on non-designated 
days.  The second violation will result in a $25 fine.  The third and subsequent 
violations within the same burn season will result in a fine of $50 or more.
